
One of the Prophet’s  Supplications for the Sick 
 

 

It is narrated from ‘Aa’ishah (RadiyAllaahu ‘an-haa) that the Prophet  

used to visit some of his family who were ill and he would wipe his right 

hand on them while saying:

There is no cure except Your cure,  

 

اَّيُغَادِرََُّّلَََّّشِفَاء َّ سَقَم   
Shi-faa-’an Laa Yu-ghaa-di-ru saqama(n).
